Directions and Parking
From the 405 freeway, exit Wilshire Blvd., East toward 
Westwood. Turn left on Westwood Blvd., travel past 
Charles E. Young Dr. South and turn left on Structure 8 
driveway. Drive up the ramp to the rooftop level to park. 
Pay stations are located up on the roof top. All day self-
parking is $16.
